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We are seeking twelve youth be-

tween the ages of 12-21 to govern 

the St. Brigid’s Parish Youth 

Council.  

These youth will lead and de-

velop the youth council over the 

next two years. Assisting this 

group will be mentors: Grace 

Hope, Francesco Basile, and 

Dave Law. These adults will act 

as advisors, but you will be a self-

governing group. 

The twelve roles consist of: 

Two Chairs (male/female); 

Secretary 

Treasurer 

Event Coordinators (x2) 

Liturgy 

Music 

Social Justice 

Communications 

 

Youth who participate as volun-

teers at St Brigid’s should be able 

to apply these hours to 

their school volunteer 

hours. Volunteer job 

descriptions will be 

posted and youth can 

take on new leadership 

roles at St. Brigid’s. 

Any youth who is reg-

istered as a volunteer at St Brigid’s 

is automatically a member of the 

Youth Council and can attend 

meetings, participate in planning 

sessions and provide feedback.  

The Youth Council governance 

group (the group of twelve) will 

also sit with adult leaders in the 

parish. For example, the youth 

choir director will go to Music 

Ministry meetings and work to-

gether with the adult leaders to 

establish the music liturgy;  the 

two Chairs of the Youth Council 

will sit on the Youth Engagement 

Committee and assist in planning 

and strategy; the Social Justice 

Member will work with the Social 

Justice Committee, etc. 

Each Chair, will alternate report-

ing to the Parish Council on the 

Youth Council and its activities.  

These leadership roles will have a 

two-year term and will be open for  

those youth between 12 and 21. 

Youth must commit to a minimum 

of one meeting a month to move 

youth activities forward.  

As a taste of what activities the 

Youth Council may oversee, we 

have created a very basic template 

for year one: 

Youth Council: 

 Recruits  youth and partici-

pates  in the Passion Play 

 Youth Choir works on reper-

toire for weekly masses and 

plans to perform at an external 

event of their choice 

 Plans and executes a fundrais-

ing event, chooses the charita-

ble cause. 

 Holds an annual general meet-

ing,  

 Generates plans and imple-

ments initiatives driven by 

youth.
